Purpose 
 
The Rotation Bracket Kit is designed for installations that have insufficient over head clearance (less 
than 150mm) to access and service the Main Control Board.  The Rotation Bracket Kit allows the 
Main Control Board enclosure and motor to rotate to a position that allows easy access to the Main 
Control Board. 
 
Installation  
 
It is recommended that installation of the Maestro Rotation Bracket Kit be completed before the 
Maestro Operator is installed if possible.  Ensure any power source connected to the Maestro 
Operator is OFF for the duration of the installation. 
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• Remove the lids of both the Main Control Board (MCB) enclosure and Optical Encoder (OE) 
enclosure. Discard the OE lid as it is no longer required.

• Remove the 300mm long RJ11 OE cable connecting the Optical Encoder to the MCB.  
• Remove the four bolts connecting the motor to the motor flange of the gearbox.  Make sure the 

motor is unable to move away from the gearbox as the motor is now only supported by the 
shaft connection to the gearbox.   

 
 

 

 
 

 
Screws may be located on the 
side of the MCB enclosure (as 
shown), or on the end-shield of 
the motor on later models. 

 
 

• Holding the MCB enclosure in position, undo the screws which secure the steel base plate of 
the MCB enclosure to the motor (see above).  (The MCB enclosure and motor are now only 
being restricted from rotating by the top of the steel base plate which protrudes into the motor 
flange of the gearbox.) 
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• Hold onto the motor while sliding back the MCB enclosure until it has separated by 
approximately 3mm from the motor flange.  (The MCB enclosure is unable to be fully removed 
from the motor as it is connected by wiring though the base of the MCB enclosure.) 

 

 
 

 

• Very carefully rotate both the MCB enclosure and motor to the desired position and replace the 
two mounting bolts indicated below.  

 

 
 

• Replace the remaining two mounting bolts with the Rotation Bracket positioned between the 
bolt head and motor flange. The rotation bracket should bend towards the MCB enclosure. 

• Move the MCB enclosure back into position so the top of the steel base plate slots in under the 
hooks of the Rotation Bracket. 

• Tighten all four motor flange mounting bolts to a torque of no less than 18 Nm, and replace the 
screws which fix the MCB enclosure to the motor. 

• Discard the offset grommet that had been used to provide a seal between the OE and MCB 
enclosures and use a push in grommet to seal the hole in the side of the OE enclosure. 

• Connect the supplied 600mm RJ12 OE cable to the optical encoder using the clip at the top of 
the plastic OE cradle to fasten the cable away from the OE wheel. 

• Draw the 600mm RJ12 OE cable through the supplied gland/OE lid assembly and screw the 
lid to the enclosure.  Pull all of the available OE cable through the gland and fasten tightly to 
ensure no loose cable remains in the OE enclosure.  (Loose cable may interfere with the OE 
wheel and cause failure of the Maestro Operator).  

• Reconnect the 600mm OE cable to the RJ12 port on the MCB using a gland to secure the 
entry of the cable to the MCB enclosure.  

• Replace the MCB enclosure lid and make sure all cable entries of the MCB enclosure are 
sealed by a gland or grommet. 

 
Installation of the Maestro Rotation Bracket is now complete.
